NOTICE TO COMPETITORS #2 

1. OPTIMIST CLASS 

1.1 The Optimist Class will be split into Main and Intermediate Fleets.  Boats will be assigned to the Optimist Main Fleet 
or Intermediate Fleet by the Race Committee based on HKODA rankings as of 12:00 on 15 June 2021. If not ranked, 
boats will be assigned based on information provided by their relevant club/association coach.  
 
1.2 Fleet assignments will be posted on the ONB/NB by 1800 on 25 June 2021. 
 
1.3 At registration a blue ribbon for the Intermediate Fleet will be given to the participants. The blue ribbon shall be flown 
from the top of the sprit of boats in the Intermediate Fleet. [NP][DP]. 
 

2. TIME LIMITS 

2.1 Delete SI 13.2 and 13.3 and replace with: 
 
13.2 With the exception of the Optimist Intermediate Fleet, boats failing to finish within 15 minutes after the first 
boat in her class (or the first boat with the same PY number in her division) sails the course and finishes will be 
scored did not Finish without a hearing. This changes RRS 35, A5.1 and A5.2. 
 
13.3 For the Intermediate Fleet, boats failing to finish within the finishing window may be 
finished on the course. The race committee will determine the method of finishing and the 
finish position awarded to those boats. This changes RRS 28. [NP] 
 
13.4 Failure to meet the target time will not be grounds for redress. This changes RRS 62.1(a) 

 

3. TOP MARK 

3,1 All boats shall use mark 1A (Black Colour mark) as their first mark for all courses EXCEPT for the Optimist 
Intermediate fleet, who will use Mark 1 (Orange Colour mark).
